Section 1 Definitions

The fiscal year of the Alberta Colleges Athletic Conference shall be from July 1st of one
year to June 30th of the succeeding year.

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Article | Section2 - AMENDMENTS

Section 2 Adoption and Amendment of the Operating Code

The Operating Code shall become effective upon the adoption hereof by the affirmative
vote of three -fourths of the representatives of the member institutions on behalf of such
institutions.

The Operating Code may be amended by the affirmative vote of two -thirds or more of
the votes cast, to become effective on the date provided in the vote adopting the
amendment.

A proposed amendment must be initiated by a member of the Conference Council.

Adoption of amendments to the Operating Code can only take place at a meeting of the
Conference Council.
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Article | Section3 - ETHICS

Section 3 Code of Ethics

1. General

1.1. Itis understood that all decisions arrived at through the democratic process will
not be completely satisfactory or be completely acceptable to all directors of
athletics or to all coaches. Regardless of any personal feelings or beliefs one
may harbour pertaining to a particular matter, it is expected that the individual
concerned will follow the due process to achieve any desired change.

1.2. ltis important for the continual development and credibility of intercollegiate
athletics that all differences are settled via the procedures provided herein and
that a united and supportive position is projected at all times to the general
public and news media.

1.3. Member institutions, directors of athletics or coaches who express grievances or
disagreements via sources or channels not prescribed by the ACAC may be
disciplined for such actions as prescribed inArticle Il , Section 1 of this Operating
Code.

1.4. The intellectual challenge and practical educational orientation provided by all
ACACmember institutions would be supplemented by a variety of other
developmental opportunities. The intercollegiate athletic program is one of the
areas which can contributeuniquel vy t o the full devel opment
potential when administered consistent with the values that are a basic to a
sound educational experience. In order to achieve the positive outcomes, which
can result from intercollegiate athletics, the program an d its participants require
responsible and professional leadership from coaches and administrators. To
this end, the following code of ethics is presented to guide the conduct of those
who provide leadership in intercollegiate athletics.

2. Guidelines for Di rectors of Athletics and Other_Athletic Department Personnel

2.1. Directors of athletics and coaches are expected to share with game officials the
responsibility for the orderly conduct of any athletic event:

2.1.1. By acknowledging the authority of officials in a co ntest and by relating
to them in a positive and respectful manner.

2.1.1.1. Refrain from directing criticism towards game officials
when speaking to the media.

2.1.2. By exercising control of their own conduct so as to avoid inciting
players, officials, and spectators.

2.1.3. By conducting themselves at all times in a manner which is
appropriate to the responsibilities of their respective positions.

2.1.4. By insuring adequate crowd control measures are in place.

2.2.  Directors of athletics are expected to maintain academic integrity of th eir
programs through adherence to all academic requirements of their institutions
and the Conference.
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Article | Section3 - ETHICS

2.3.  Directors of Athletics are expected to protect the health and safety of student

athletes:

2.3.1. By providing personnel who utilize sound coaching and training
practices.

2.3.2. By providing appropriate equipment.

2.3.3. By maintaining hazard free playing environments.

2.3.4. By providing safe transportation.

2.4.  Directors of athletics shall make every effort to ensure that athletes and other
participants conduct themselves in a manner that reflects a positive image of the
institution they represent and Alberta Colleges Athletic Conference.

2.5.  All colleges shall strive to maximize present participation and to provide equal
numbers of participation opportunities for women and men in the ACAC (coaches
and student athletes).

Guidelines for Coaches

3.1. Coaches have a responsibility to:

3.1.1. Treat everyone fairly within the context of their activity, regardless o f
gender, place of origin, colour, sexual orientation, religion, political
belief or economic status.

3.1.2. Direct comments or criticism at the performance rather than the
student athlete

3.1.3. Consistently display high personal standards and project afavourable
image of their sport and of coaching.

Refrain from public criticism of coaching colleagues
especialy when speaking to the media or recruiting student -
athletes.

Abstain from the use of tobacco products while in the
presence of his/her student athletes and discourage their use
by student-athletes.

Abstain from drinking alcoholic beverages when
working with student -athletes.

Discourage the use of alcohol in conjunction with
athletic events or victory celebrations.

Refrain from the use of profane, insulting, harassing
or otherwise offensive language in the conduct of his/her
duties.

3.1.4. Ensure that the activity being undertaken is suitable for the age,
experience, ability and fithess level of the student-athletes and
educate student-athletes as to their responsibilities in contrib uting to
a safe environment.

3.1.5. Communicate and co-operate with registered medical practitioners in
the diagnosis, treatment and management of their student-at hl et e s
medical and psychological problems. Consider the studentat hl et e s
future health and well -being as foremost when making decisions
regarding an injured student-at hl et eés ability to cont
training.

3.1.6. Regularly seek ways of increasing professional development and self
awareness.

3.1.7. Treat opponents and officials with due respect both in vic tory and
defeat and encourage student-athletes to act accordingly. Actively
encourage student-athletes to uphold the rules of their sport and the
spirit of such rules.

3.1.8. Be aware of the academic pressures placed on studentathletes and
conduct practices and games in a manner as to enable academic
success.

3.1.9. Coaches shall:

3.1.9.1. Ensure the safety of the student-athletes with whom
they work.
3.1.9.2. At no time become intimately and/or sexually

involved with their student-athletes. This includes requests for
sexual favours or threat of reprisal for rejection of such
requests.

3.1.9.3. Respect studentathletes dignity; verbal or physical
behaviours that constitute harassment or abuse are
unacceptable.

3.1.9.4. Never advocate or condone the use of drugs or other
banned performance-enhancing substances.
3.1.9.5. Never provide under age student-athletes with
alcohol.
4. Guidelines for Student  -Athletes

4.1. Student athletes are expected to conform to a higher standard of behaviour by
exhibiting the following qualities while involved in competitive situations.

4.1.1. Integrity - respect the rights of other athletes, coaches and the
public.

4.1.2. Competence- strive to perform to the best of your abilities.

4.1.3. Respect for the Rules- play fair and display respect for your sport.

4.1.4. Respect for Officials-e x hi bit respentd o6bfi cedlesées
judgements and decisions.

41.4.1. Refrain from directing criticism towards game

4.2.  Student athletes are expected to adopt the following personal attributes and

4.2.2. Personal Conduct-e x pect and present the best o
times.
4.2.3. Academics- place academic pursuits ahead of athletic ambitions.
5. Post Competition Handshake Protocol

5.1.  Atthe conclusion of each contest, the teams shall acknowledge each other, the
game officials and the spectators at the event for their effort and support. This
important aspect of the contest is the very essence of the competitive experience
and therefore, should be of high profile. The following sequen ce shall be
undertaken by all Conference teams at the conclusion of a contest:

5.1.1. At the conclusion of the contest, the teams will congregate at their
respective areas.
5.1.2. The teams (including coaches and staff), will then move to the centre
of the playing surface (they must be a significant distance from the
pl ayersé benches) and | i nd-thee@amén a si n

award is to be presented, this is an opportune moment to make this
presentation.

5.1.3. The team members will proceed to shake each opposition team
member 6s hand. This includes the coac
well.

5.1.4. If it is possible to involve the game officials in this ritual, they too

should be included in the handshake process. The captains of the
teams could approach them and shake their hands to acknowledge
their work in the contest.

5.1.5. If a public address announcer is available for the contest, she/he
could ask the spectators to remain seated until the game-ending
event is completed.

5.1.6. It is important to keep the team members of the subs equent game
from entering the playing area until the hand shake process is
completed. This is particularly necessary in basketball and volleyball.

Section 4 Sanctioned Sports

Sanctioned Conference sports shall be determined at the spring Annual General Meeting.
It is presumed that the terms under which institutions are eligible to participate in
league sports have been met.

Playing rules for all sports shall be governed as set forth in these operating rules.

A minimum of four of the member institutions of the C onference shall compete in an
event before that event can be sanctioned.

Section 5 Rules of Eligibility

Principles of _Eligibility
The ACAC acknowledges the following principles regarding the rules of student
eligibility:

e to encourage inclusiveness of student particip ation in athletic opportunities.

e to remain sensitive to the ramifications of student eligibility regulations as they
may impact other post-secondary athletic unions (e.g. CCAA, CIS, etc.).

e to remain cognizant of the fundamental right of each ACAC member institution to
establish their own academic eligibility standards.

As such, the rules of eligibility shall be as follows:

Student-athletes ruled ineligible by the CCAA eligibility rules shall not be allowed to
compete in the ACAC. The ACAC eligibility rule shall match or may be more stringent
than the CCAA eligibility rules with the exception of me n Gcgkey as it pertains to the
professional rule.

1.1. Academic Load and Status

To be considered eligible, a student-athlete must be considered a full-time
student in an accredited program of study.

1.1.1. Full -time Status:  The ACAC defines full time status as being
registered in and attending a minimum of three (3) credit courses
totalling nine (9) credit hours (or equivalent as determined by the
institutions Registrar), in each semester in which they participate in

ACAC competition.

1.1.1.1. Golf Exception:  In the case of the ACAC Golf
Tournament which takes place before an ACAC member
institutionds registered classes at
student athlete who has been officially accepted by a member
institution, paid all necessary tuition and associated fees, and
officially registered in the required member of courses to be
eligible as a full-time student, be considered eligible to
compete in the ACAC golf tournament.

1.1.1.2. Apprenticeship Students: In the case of
apprenticeship students who are enrolled and attending full
time classes, they will be eligible to compete during their time
in class as well as to the end of that semester. Apprenticeship
students are not eligible to compete until they are attending

Each individual member institution shall determine what constitutes a
full-time (post-secondary) student and what constitutes a passing
GPA for their respective student athletes. Each member institution
will file its academic criteria for the eligibility of student -athletes with
the ACAC office on September 1 of each academic year. The
standards shall be in the form of a Grade Point Average (G.P.A.) or
the equivalent (e.g. 1.75 G.P.A. on a 4 point scale).

To be a student in good standing, a student athlete must pass
a minimum of three courses and/or nine (9) credit hours
during the academic semester in which they participated.

A student athlete, who begins playing for a team in January,
must pass three courses or nine credit hours before the
beginning of the next academic year in order to be eligible for
participation in the subsequent semester.

Re-instating Academic Eligibility: A student athlete not in good
standing may only practice and may not compete in any non-
conference, league or championship events. To re-establish student in
good standing status, the student must conform to one of the
following:

1.1.4.1. The student athlete did not play at a postsecondary
instituti on in the twelve (12) months immediately prior to the
date of current registration.

1.1.4.2. The student athlete has completed one (1) academic
semester at her/his current institution with a minimum of nine
(9) credits passed in a single semester to be eligible to
participate in the subsequent semester.

Conjoint Programs of Study: Students registered in conjoint/co-
offered programs between or among institutions or students
registered in more than one institution simultaneously shall be free to
choose the institution for their athletic participation. The student

must decl are an institwud idtteticas t hei
participation purposes prior to the first scheduled Conference
competition at either institution.

registration status is full-time at all institutions involved in this
program.

Note: Students in conjoint programs may not be insured by all
institutions from a liability point of view.

Attendance at Multiple Institutions : Students who are registered in
programs that require attendance at more than one institution will be
eligible for athletics participation at the institution where the student
is physically attending on a full-time basis.

Non-Academic Courses Generally speaking, courses of general

interest, community-based courses, hobbytype extension courses

and non-career courses, as examples of noncredit courses, shall not

be recognized for eligibility purposes. Continuing Education courses

where credits are assigned and applied towards a degree or diploma

are recognized as acceptablec our ses i nacadensic udent 6s
program.

Withdrawal: An athlete who withdraws or is withdrawn from any post -
secondary institution before completing the academic semester and
their name appeared on an official athletic Conference eligibility
certificate and a game sheet in that semester is deemed to have not
established academic credibility.

Spring and/or Summer Upgrading: Spring and/or summer credit
courses leading to an academic program diploma/degree can be
utilized by student athletes to upgrade their G.P.A. or acquire credits
necessary to restore their academic eligibility for the upcoming
season.

Online Correspondence Courses The student athlete must complete
their online correspondence course in the semester that it contributes
to their eligibility to be eligible to participate in the following

12 Month Absence: Notwithstanding any other provision of this
section a student-athlete who has not attended any post -secondary
institution on a full -time basis for a period of at least 12 months is
eligible to compete provided they meet the requirement of full -time
studies as described in1.1.1. 12 months will commence at the end of
the semester the student athlete is registered in whether or not the

student athlete completes the semester academically. (Amended march

Amateur Status

The ACAC follows the CCAA Amateur Professional status rules as stated in Article
5, Section 11 of the CCAA Operating Code with the following modifications:

Years of Eligibility

The use of years of eligibility shall be determined by the relevant

governing conference.

1.3.2. The student-athlete who has completed four (4) years of post -
secondary eligibility, as defined by the CCAA, at the conclusion of the
2005-06 competition year shall be considered to have used all the
years of eligibility available. This student-athlete shall not be entitled

to a fifth year of CCAA eligibility.
(Added September 2007)

1.3.3. The student-athlete who has completed his/her post-secondary
eligibility within any non -CCAA four (4) year postsecondary
jurisdiction (e.g. NCAA, NAIA) shall not be eligible for a fifth year of
participation. (Added September 2007)

1.3.4. A student shall be considered to have used one year of ACAC
eligibility if he/she has participated in one scheduled ACAC contest.
The appearance of the student-athlete6 s name on a* game r ep
shall be interpreted as indicating participation in that game. (*Not to
include pre-season contests.

1.3.4.1. The use of year-end statistics for basketball, hockey,
soccer and volleyball shall be a method used to determine
which athletes have used a year of eligibility.

1.3.4.2. Annual participation summaries noted in ConfLink
shall be compiled by the ACAC Office on the basis of annual
statistics to determine which athletes have used up a year of

eligibility (basketball, hockey, soccer, volleyball). addea
September 2007)

1.3.5. A student-athlete who suffers a season-ending injury limiting his/her
participation to no more than 30 percent of his/her league schedule,
as documented by letter from the attending physician,
physiotherapist, or chiropractor and by letter from the Athletic
Director(s) of the institution(s) concerned, shall be regarded as not
having played in that year.

Note: Death or compassionate care of an immediate family member

is to be considered in similar terms as a season-ended injury.
(Added December 2005)

1.3.6. Student-athletes who compete at any official ACAC tournament (i.e.
Regionals, Championships) excludig Grand Prix events shall be
charged with having used one year of eligibility.

Note: Student-athletes who participated in ACAC sanctioned sports
that were scheduled as one time weekend events, including
cross-country running, will not be considered as having used a

year of eligibility between the years 1995/96 and 2003/04.

1.4. Qutside Competition
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1.4.1. A student participating in a sanctioned ACAC league sport shall not be
allowed to participate concurrently in organized competition in the
same sport outside of the institution in which he/she is registered.
iConcurrentlyo shalll be interpreted as
semester(s) of the institution in which the student is registered and
shall exclude specifically the period of Christmas recess for the
appropriate program as defined the academic calendar of the
institution in question .

fiOrganized competitionod shall be interpreted as one for which a card
or contract must be signed (e.g. Hockey Alberta, Hockey Canada
Basketball Alberta, AVA card).

1.4.2. ACAC commitments shall at all times receive priority.
1.5. Tran sfers

1.5.1. Immediate Eligibility: A student-athlete transferring to an ACAC
member institution from another post -secondary institution will be
immediately eligible if he/she complies with one of the following:

15.1.1. Academically Eligible at Sending Institution:
The transferring student -athlete has demonstrated that:

1.5.1.1.1. he/she is deemed eligible for participation in the
current season at/by their previous institution , or

1.5.1.1.2. inthe event the sending institution indicates the
student-athlete would not be eligible to compe te at
that institution, that he/she has passed 9 credits
(or equivalent) during the last semester of full -time
attendance at the institution from which the
student-athlete is transferring.

In the case of 1.5.1.1.2, it is incumbent upon the student -
athlete to demonstrate to the satisfaction of the receiving
college and the ACAC Officeby providing an official transcript,
he/she has successfully completed credits equal to fulktime

status as defined by his/her sending institution. amended
September 2006)

15.1.2. Completion of One Semester at Receiving
Institution: The transferring student-athlete has attended
the institution to which he/she transfers full -time for a term
(minimum of 12 weeks) during which time the sport in which
he/she is requesting eligibility is competing, but the student -
athlete only practises, not participating in non -conference,
league, play-off or championship events.

1.5.1.3. Sport Not Offered: The institution from which the
student- athlete is transferring does not offer the particular
sport in which the student-athlete is participating.
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1.5.1.4. No Previous Sport Participation: The
transferring student- athlete did not previously participate in
intercollegiate sports.

1.5.15. No registration in Previous 12 Months: The
student-athlete did not register full-time at a post-secondary
institution in the 12months immediately prior to date of
current registration.

1.5.2. Transfers During the Academic Year: The student-athlete
transferring during the academic year shall not be eligible to
participate in ACAC competition if his/her name appears on a league
game sheet in the same sport at the institution from which he/she is
transferring.

1.5.3. These regulations apply to all student-athletes transferring to ACAC
institutions from any post -secondary institution.

1.5.4. Transfer Protocols:  All transferring student-athletes will be
identified to the ACAC Office and will not be eligible to participate in
ACACcompetitions, including non-conference play, until his/her
transfer status has been determined in accordance with this section.
The following procedures must be followed: (amended December 2008)

ACACOffice must be in receipt of The Universal Transfer Form
from the athleteds former instituti

academic status. Receiving institutions must assume
responsibility for ensuring the Forms are completed
satisfactorily.

1.5.4.2. ACAC office willverify the eligibility of each student
designated on the eligibility sheet as having played the
previous year at another post-secondary institution. During
the competitive year, the Office will circulate by 4:00 PM each
Thursday an updated list of eligible athletes by transfer.
Deadline for receipt of completed Forms for weekend eligibility
shall be 2:00 PM on the Thursday prior to the weekend in
question.

1.5.4.3. The receipt of transfer forms and recording of
eligibility for transfer students will be made by the ACAC Office
as noted above and communicated to all Conference
members. Decisiorns concerning the eligibility of transfer
students shall be made by the Commissioner. Confidentiality
of student records however must be maintained by the ACAC
Office and cannot be shared with other Conference members
without the written permission of the student-athlete.

Note: If an athlete has not attended a post-secondary
institution in the previous 12 months, the fiUniversal
Transfer Formo is not required.
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2. Cetrtificates of Eligibility

2.1. Two separate and distinct Certificates of Eligibility may be used in connection
with the major team sports (badminton, basketball, hock ey, soccer and
volleyball). One shall constitute the MA/N LIST , others shall constitute
SUPPLEMENTAL LISTS.

2.2. The MAIN LIST shall be submitted electronically via the ConfLink registration

If the above occurs,
the following steps shall be followed:

Section 9 Conference Schedules

Approval Process

All Conference schedules, when approved by Conference action, shall be binding upon
each institution, except that they may be changed by mutual agreement between
institutions, or as amended following an appeal to the Executive Committee. If no
mutual agreement and an appeal is not lodged, or is lodged and denied, the schedule
shall remain in force as listed. Schedules submitted, but not approved by action of the
Conference Council, shall be considered as information copies until final Conference
approval.

1.1. Negotiated Schedule Changes : All negotiated schedule changes shall be sent
to the ACAC Officeby the team of whom the request was directed.

Arbitration

Further to item 1 above, an AD who is unable to achieve a schedule change through
mutual agreement is at liberty to appeal to the Executive Committee .

Fine for Schedule Changes

Schedule changes (dates) occurring after league and tournament schedules havebeen
approved by Conference Council shall result in a $50.00 fine to the college initiating the
change.

Schedule Limitation Rules

4.1. RULEZ1:
Schedules for all sports shall be drafted as listed under the particular rules for
each sport.

Section 11 General Rules for Tournament Sports

Application
These general rules shall apply to the following officially sanctioned Conference sports:
badminton, cross country running, curling, golf and futsal. (amended may 2010)

1.1.  Specific rules are also listed in these Regulations for all sportsin Section 13.

Tournament Spor t Commitments  (Added December 2007)

Tournament sport commitments shall be confirmed at the Spring AGM prior to entry into
a tournament sport.

2.1. The penalty for failing to fulfill participation commitments shall be a fine of $100
plus an equal share of the charged back expenses for the conduct of that activity
for the year.

Scheduling

3.1. All schedules shall be left to the discretion of the host institution with the
following exceptions:

3.1.1. The identification of site, date and host shall be done in the fall, one
year in advance and confirmed no later than the preceding AGM.

3.1.2. Conference schedules shall have first priority and no commitments
may be made with non-conference opponents until the Conference
schedules are completed and approved.

3.1.3. Participation in three (3) pr evious consecutive years in a specific
tournament sport are required before a member institution is eligible
to host a championship in that sport.

Officials

4.1. Scheduling : Officials shall be scheduled by the host institution. Fees and
approved expensesfor major officials shall be borne by the Conference.

4.2. Complaints : Any coach has the right to lodge a complaint r egarding the
behaviour or perceived lack of competency by a major official.

4.3. Complaint Protocol : The procedure to lodge such a complaint will be as
follows:

9.1. Approved tournament sport costs (i.e. facilities, banquets, ribbons, etc.) shall be
forwarded by the host to the ACAC office for payment. These costs will be
invoiced back to the participants on a per college basis except for golf which will
be charged on a per head basis.

Outside Facilities

10.1. When facilities outside of the college are required for tournament sport events,
the host college must submit a written request to the facility and receive written
confirmation of a booking.

10.2. One month prior to the competition, the host college must send written
confirmation to all other participating colleges confirming the date(s), time(s),
and location(s) of the tournament sport event.

Sport Management Team (SMT Convenors

11.1. SMT Convenors shall liaise with the host athletic director to confirm details
regarding facilities, scheduling and officials.

11.2. SMT Convenors shall be present at allChampionships. In sports where
championships are scheduled at two sites simultaneously, the Convenor shall
designate a member of the SMT to serve this role at one of the sites.

11.3. SMT Convenors shall ensure that final results are transmitted to the ACAC Office
(Technical Asdstant) immediately upon completion of the event.

Ejection and/or Suspension

12.1. Coaches ejected fromtournament events or serving suspensions will not be
permitted to have any contact with their student-athletes 20 minutes prior to the
commencement of a competition and until the conclusion of the competition.
That is, he/she will not be allowed in the playing facility and any connected
viewing area.

12.2. Student-athletes serving suspensions or ejected can not be part of a team
bench, warm-up or post event ceremonies.

Application

These general rules shall apply to the following officially sanctioned Conference sports:

AGM. Finalschedules may be expected in late June subsequent to
municipal confirmation of ice availability.

2.2.  Non-Conference Competition s: may be scheduled at the discretion of
individual institutions provided that Conference schedules shall have first priority
and that no commitments be made for non -conference contests until Conference
schedules are adopted.

Non-Conference schedules, for the purpose of determining the precise games
where sanctions are applicable and resulting suspengons must be served, are to
be entered in to the ACAC ConfLink system prior to any games being played.
Compliance implies an automatic approval of receipt by the Commissioner and
the ACAC Office. This shall apply to the following sports: basketball, hockey,
soccer and volleyball.

2.3.  Participation Commitments: Team commitments shall be confirmed at the
Spring Meeting 1 1/2 years prior to entry into a league sport.
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2.4. Play-Off Scheduling:  When a college is to host a conference championship in
volleyball along with all games in a basketball best of 3 quarter final, volleyball
will compete on Friday, Saturday morning and evening and Sunday morning and
afternoon. Basketball will compete on Saturday early afternoon, Sunday evening
and Monday afternoon if necessary. (amended December 2007)

3. Uniforms

3.1. Each Conference basketball team shall have two sets of uniforms; one basically
light and the other basically dark in colour. The home team will wear white and

Clarification: At least one accredited official must be present for the contest to
proceed.

4.4. Officiating Fees for Conference Competition s: The fee assigned each
major official (including, where necessary, travel expenses to out-of-town game
sites), shall be agreed upon by the Conference Council and the appropriate
OfficialsbAssociations prior to the beginning of league schedules.

The original shall be retained by the host for
submission to the Conference and copies shall be issued to the home and visiting
teams as soon as possible after the completion of the game.

Handshake Protocol

The Alberta
Colleges Athletic Conferencefeels this important aspect of the contest is the very
essence of the competitive experience and therefore, should be of high profile. The
following sequence shall be undertaken by all Conference teams at the conclusion of a
contest:

11.1. At the conclusion of the contest, the teams will congregate at their respective
areas.

11.2. The teams (including coaches and staff), will then move to the centre of the
playing surface (they must be significant o
line up in a single file facing each other, (if a Player -of-the-Game award is going
to be presented, this moment would provide a great opportunity).

11.4. Ifitis possible to have the game officials available for this process, they should
be included in the handshake process. The captains of the teams could
approach them and shake their hands to acknowledge their work in the contest.

11.5. If a public address announcer is available for the contest, she/he could ask the
spectators to remain seated until the game-ending event is completed as well as
thank the fans for their support.

Ron Lavery Fair Play Awards

Any team or individual competing in an ACAC sanctioned event, or an event
sponsored by an ACAC member institution, judged to exhibit the ideals of fair
play, is eligible to receive an award certificate from the Conference. The ACAC
Office will provide certificates to those who have been nhominated and have been
confirmed by the Executive Director. The ACAC Officeshall select recipients
according to the following criteria:

11.1.1. The recipient should demonstrate unquestionably the characteristics
of fair play.

11.1.2. The award may be given to an individual athlete or team, a coach or
an administrator.

11.1.3. The award should be presented for exemplary behaviour.

11.1.4. Behaviours exhibited before, during or after a competition should be
given consideration. The award may be presented to an organization
or administrator who has done something exemplary with respect to
the encouragement of fair play.

11.1.5. The award should not necessarily be awarded to a champion since
this would incorrectly imply that only champions are capable of
adhering to the highest moral standard.

11.1.6. The risks involved in carrying out the act demonstrating fair play
should be assessed. An individual who demonstrates fair play after
the outcome of the contest is no longer in doubt is less meritorious
than one who acts similarly when success is not a certainty.

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Section 3 Summary of Fines and Deposits for Operating Code
Violations

A member institution shall under certain circumstances be required to pay to the
Conference cetain sums of money in the form of fines and deposits. These
circumstances are:

1.1. Protest: A protest lodged subsequent to the conclusion of a contest based on
alleged violation of the Operating Code or other rules of the Conference shall be
accompanied by a $50.00 deposit, refundable if the protest is upheld.

1.2. Request for Supplemental Ruling/Videotape: An athletic director may
submit videotape to the ACAC Commissioner to receive an extraordinary ruling.
An infraction must have been called by the game official, a serious act of
misconduct have occurred, or a major injury have resulted from the incident.
The tape must be submitted within 3 working days and a $50.00 non -refundable
fee is to be paid.

1.7.  Late Eligibility Forms: There shall be a fine of $25.00 per day for late
eligibility forms, to a maximum of $100.00.

(plus an equal share of the charged back expenses for that sport). Institutions
entering into a tournament activity after commitments have been made shall be
assessed a $100.00 late entry penalty.

Overdue Accounts:  Overdue accounts resulting from unpaid invoices to ACAC
member institutions shall be assessed a 1.5% interest charge monthly after 60
days have elapsed. Notification of overdue accounts shall be issued by the ACAC
office after 30 days informing the member that their payment is past due and

that the 1.5% interest penalty will be applied should payment not be received
within 60 days of the original issuance of the invoice. (amended May 2009

Badminton Draw: A badminton host institution which fails to circulate a
schedule/draw at least 30 days in advance of the tournament to all participating
institutions will be subject to a late penalty of $25/day to a maximum of
$100.00.

Gymnasium Scheduling Restriction Requests :  Gymnasium scheduling
restriction requests that are submitted to the ACAC office after February 1 must
be accompanied by a $200.00 cheque.

Obligatory Use of Host Hotel:  Colleges not using the preferred ACAC
accommaodation supplier for all sanctioned ACAC competition shall be subject to a
fine as determined by the ACAC Executive (Max. $30000).

ConfLink Rosters:  Identified data inaccuracies or incompleteness of ACAC
member ConfLink roster late in season (less than 5 days before the first contest
in the fall or winter ) is subject to a $250.00 fine. (Amended December 2006)

Note: This is to include all ACAC sports except soccer which will parallel the
eligibility deadline.

Meeting Attendance: Colleges that fail to send a representative to all ACAC

meetings will be subject to a $500 fine for each occurrence.
(Amended September 2008)

It shall be the responsibility of each member institution to establish its own internal
policy regarding the issuing of passes applicable only to its own facilities.

2.1. Passes should be distibuted to coaches, assistant coaches, media, senior
administrators, major sponsors, college athletic boards.

Note: Passes arenot intended for students/student-athletes.
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Section 5 Harassment Policy

The Alberta Colleges Athletic Conference is committed to the principle of equity and will actively
participate in programs designed to achieve this status within the ACAC. It is the objective of
the ACAC to provide a safe environment in which members may pursue their athletic and
academic goals.

The ACAC does nottolerate any form of harassment and undertakes to protect all members
from harassment by other members of its organization on the grounds laid down by the
Canadian Human Rights Act This will include officers and staff of the Conference and athletic
personnel of member institutions such as athletic directors, support staff, coaches and sport
therapists.

The ACAC policy is designed to protect all studentathletes and members from any form of
harassment which may occur in any of these circumstances

e ACAC Gampionships, Conference play (league/tournament competitions
including non-conference events);

e Activities sponsored by the ACAC including coaching clinics, seminars

e ACAC business activities:Council meetings Executive meetings, committees;
Activities external to the ACAC where situations arising may affect relationships
between members;

e The ACACOffice.

1. Definition of Harassment and Sexual Harassment

1.1. Harassment takes many forms but can be defined as behaviour, including
comments and/or conduct, which is insulting, intimidating, humiliating, hurtful,
malicious, degrading or otherwise offensive to an individual and/or group or
which creates an uncomfortable environment.

1.2. Sexual Harassment is:

1.2.1. any unwanted attention of a sexual nature directed at an individua | or
group by another individual or group who knows or ought reasonably
to know that such attention is unwanted:;

1.2.2. any implied or expressed promise of reward for complying with a
sexually-oriented request;

1.2.3. any implied or expressed threat of reprisal or actual reprisal for
refusal to comply with a sexually-oriented request;

1.2.4. any behaviour or remark of a sexual nature which creates or may be
reasonably perceived to create a hostile environment.

1.3. The following are examples of actions which may be considered to be sexual

harassment:
1.3.1. physical sexual abuse
1.3.2. written or verbal abuse of a sexual nature;
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1.3.3. sexually-oriented comments;

1.3.4. sexual graffiti;

1.3.5. unwanted physical contact such as kissing, patting, pinching,
touching;

1.3.6. proposals of physical intimacy be they subtle hints or overt requests;

1.3.7. sexual looks which include ogling, leering;

1.3.8. display of pornographic or other sexually explicit, offensive or

derogatory pictures, photographs, cartoons.

Definition of Hostile Environment

A hostile environment exists when an individual experiences any degree of discomfort as
a result of being the target of unwanted actions.

Definition of Reprisals

ACAC members are entitled to a safe environment for participation in its activities.
Accordingly, they are protected from actual or threatened r eprisals. This may include,
but is not restricted to actual or threatened:

e withdrawal of competition opportunities and/ or related
benefits

e dismissal or disciplinary action.

Abuse of Professional Authority

An individual who is entering a sexual relationship with a consenting adult who will be or
is subject to that individual for evaluation or supervision should decline or terminate

their relationship until after their supervisory role or evaluation role is complete or
terminate this role. Even consenting relationships can inflict irreparable damage to the
sporting environment. Such relationships are considered a breach of professional ethics
even if initiated by the student -athlete. Implicit in the idea of professionalism is the
recognition of those in p ositions of authority where there is always an element of power.

Institutional Responsibility

Each member institution should ensure that there is in place within the institution an
effective harassment policy.

Individual Member Responsibility

The ACAC Exeative and committee members, staff and athletic department
representatives of member institutions are responsible for assisting with the prevention
and discouragement of harassment by:

6.1. adhering to the principles of this policy ;
6.2.  not behaving in a manner contrary to the policy ;

6.3. not allowing or condoning behaviour contrary to the policy ;
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6.4. taking all complaints of harassment seriously and assisting with the
implementation of the investigation procedure ;

6.5. educating students regarding their rights and responsibilit ies with respect to
sexual harassment

Procedure

Individual/group members of the ACAC who have been harassed are encouraged to
advise the harasser that the actions are offensive, contrary to ACAC policy, and
therefore not acceptable. If it is not possible to confront the harasser, or, should the
harassment continue after the harasser has been advised of the inappropriate
behaviour, the incident should be reported as follows:

7.1.  Within ACAC Member Institution s: The concern should be brought to the
attention of the athletic director or senior member of the athletics department.
The individual/group with the concern should be fully informed of the process to
be followed to produce a resolution. The athletic director should ensure that the
individual/group with the concern has all relevant documentation regarding the
institutionds policies and procedures, and,
concern fully understands the available options.

7.2.  ACAC Activities Outside Member Institutions . The concern will be brought
to the attention of the ACAC Commissioner. The Commissioner will work with
the individual/group with the concern, in absolute confidentiality, to determine
the appropriate procedure to be followed to produce a resolution. This may
include the following:

7.2.1. If the person against whom the concern is being directed is a student,
staff member, or is otherwise associated with a member institution,
the Commissioner will assist the individual/group with the concern in
working within the policy structure of the institution.

7.2.2. If the concern is directed against a member of the ACAC staff or an
ACAC representative, the Commissioner will initiate this process.

Informal Resolution

The Commissioner will meet with the individual/group with the concern to determine an
acceptable resolution. This individual/group will be advised of:

8.1. The policy and procedures.
8.2.  The information options, which may include:
8.2.1. writing a letter to the respondent asking that the harassment cease ;

8.2.2. meeting with the respondent, with or without the Comm issioner, to
ask that the harassment cease;

8.2.3. examine avenues of redress outside the association
8.3.  If the individual/group with the concern wishes to pursue the matter internally,

the following will occur:

8.3.1. The individual/group with the concern will provide the Commissioner
with a detailed written concern. A copy will be presented by the
Commissioner to the respondent.

Mediating may be requested by either party as part of the informal resolution
process. The mediator, an individual acceptable to both parties, shall attempt to
seek resolution of the problem by mutual agreement. Both parties must agree to
participate in the mediation process for it to proceed .

The individual/group may at any time withdraw the concern. All records of the
concern will be destroyed and the respondent so notified in writing. No further
action will be taken on this concern.

Should the informal process not satisfy either party, either may file a formal
complaint.

Formal Resolution

9.1.

The formal resolution process will begin/proceed when:
9.1.1. The respondent does not reply to a formal complaint ;

9.1.2. The informal resolution does not satisfy one or both parties and a
request for formal resolution is filed.

In the event such a request is presented to the President, an unbiased review
committee is struck by the President and the other party is informed. The
committee shall be comprised of one male and one female member of the
executive. In the event no sitting members of the Executive Committee are
female, a female athletic director or staff member from a member institution
may be substituted.

The committee shall:
9.2.1. Interview all parties to the complain t as soon as possible

9.2.2. Request information from both parties which may help locate
supporting evidence or witnesses,

9.2.3. Report findings and recommendations to the President.

The President upon receipt of the report will exonerate the respondent, impose
an appropriate sanction, or provide a remedy/alternative for the complainant.

Sanctions may include, but are not limited to : dismissal (ACAC paid staff),
suspension, publicand/or private reprimand.

Should a complaint be found unjustified, or vindictive in natur e, the President
may provide a remedy/alternative for the respondent, or take appropriate
disciplinary action against the complainant.
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Section 6 Hazing Policy

The ACAC is committed to the dignity, well-being and care of the student-athletes and others
that comprise its membership. It is the objective of the ACAC to provide a safe environment in
which members may pursue their athletic, academic and career goals.

The ACAC does not tolerate any form of hazing and undertakes to protect all members from

hazing and initiation rites. This will include officers and staff of the Conference and athletic
personnel of member i, otlsetstaff, coaches ang spertuthedapists as wallD 6 s
as all student athletes.

1. Definition of Hazing

Hazing is a broad term encompassing any action or activity which does not contribute to
the positive development of a person; which inflicts or intends to cause physical or
mental harm or anxieties; which may demean, degrade, or disgrace any person,
regardless of location, intent or consent of participants. Hazing can also be defined as
any action or situation which intentionally or unintentionally endangers a student for
admission into or affiliation with any student organization.

Such activities may include, but are not limited to:

e Keeping the date of initiation/pre -initiation secret
Requiring new members (of teams) to use separate entrances to buildings/locker
rooms/dressing rooms

e Paddling or striking in any manner

e Marking or branding

e Phone duty

e Treasure or scavenger hunts/road trips

e Requiring calisthenics such as situps, runs, etc

e Requiring the carrying of items such as rocks, helmets, swords, books, paddles,
etc.

e Preventing/restricting class attendance or sleep

e Requiring personal servitude

e Forcing members to eat/drink

e Work parties for Orookiesd only

e Staging any form of a line-up

e Preventing/restricting normal personal hygiene

¢ Causing indecent exposure

e Applying a substance to someoneods body

¢ Physical harassment such as pushing, cursing, shouting, etc

e Requiring uncomfortable, ridiculous, or embarrassing dress (i.e. diapers, helmets,

etc.)
Treating a person in a degrading fashion
¢ Requiring new members to practice periods of silence.

2. Cateqgorization _ of Activities as Hazing
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2.1. Some activities are easily categorized as hazing. Others may not be so easily
classified. To be sure, consider the following questions:

Is this activity an education experience?

Does this activity promote or conform to the values of the ACAC?
Will this activity increase the respect for the ACAC?

Do new and initiated members participate equally in this activity?
Would you be willing to allow parents or administrative officials of the
college/university to witness the activity?

Would you be able to defend this activity in a cou rt of law?

e Does the activity have value in and of itself?

2.2. A good rule to follow when deciding whether an activity is hazing is this: /fyou
have to ask if what you are doing is hazing, it probably is.

Institutional Responsibility

Each member institution shall ensure that there is in place within the institution an
effective hazing policy.

Individual Member Responsibilities

The ACACExecutive and committee members, staff and athletic department
representatives of member institutions are responsible for assisting with the prevention
and discouragement of hazing by:

4.1. adhering to the principles of this policy;
4.2. not behaving in a manner contrary to this policy ;
4.3. not allowing or condoning behaviour contrary to this policy ;

4.4.  taking all complaints of hazing seriously and assisting with the implementation of
the investigative procedure;

4.5. educating student-athletes regarding their rights and responsibilities with respect
to hazing.
Enforcement

It shall be the specific responsibility of the A thletic Director of each member institution
to see that this policy is communicated each year to all coaches, team personnel and
student-athletes and to ensure that all adhere to this policy.

5.1.  Violations of the Hazing Policy: Violations of the above policy shall be dealt
with through application of Article 11l , Section 1.
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Article Il Operating Procedures

Section 1 Report and Investigation  of Alleged Violation( s)
of the Operating Code by Athletes, Coaches

Athletic Directors, Managers and Staff Members

1. Report and Investigation of Violatio n

1.1. Itis the duty of every coach, institutional staff member, or student to report to
the athletic director of his institution any alleged, reputed, or indicated violation
of the rules of the Conference.

Such a report should be written and include:
1.1.1. The nature of the incident or violation

1.1.2. Names of players, coaches, staff members or representatives of the
institution involved, including the name of the accuser

1.1.3. The relevant facts and dates and places at which they are said to
have taken place

1.1.4. Any availablesypporting evidence, and Al eads?o

1.2. Ifthe athletic director of the institution feels that the alleged, reputed, or
indicated violation has possible or probable merit, he shall forward the complete
report to the Executive Director, the Commissioner, the ACAC Office the ACAC
President, and to the Athletic Director of the institution concerning which
complaint has been made.

1.3.  The Commissioner shall then make a preliminary investigation which shall include
consultation with the representative of the institution involved. If, as a result of
this preliminary investigation, the party alleged, reputed, or indicated to have
violated any rule of the Conference admits there has been a violation, the
Commissioner may either (1) order the matter be refer red to the Conference
Executive Committee or make adjudication and determination.

If the party alleged, reputed, or indicated to have violated any provisions of the
Operating Code or rules of the Conference admits no violation, the Commissioner
will proceed to validate the report with the co -operation of the Executive
Committee.

2. Violations and Penalties
2.1. Athletes :
2.1.1. Violations
An athlete shall be in violation of the rules of the Conference if:

21.1.1. He/she violates any provision of the Operating Code
or other rul es of the Conference;
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2.1.1.2. He/she falsifies any records bearing on his status as
a student or participant in ACAC.

2.1.2. Penalties

An athlete held by the proper Conference authority to be in violation
may, by such authority, be:

2.1.2.1. Privately reprimanded or publicly censured; and/or
2.1.2.2. Declared ineligible for a specified period; and/or
2.1.2.3. Declared permanently ineligible in any Conference
institution; and/or
2.1.2.4. Subjected to any other reasonable penalty.
2.1.3. Notice to Student Athletes

The provisions of the Operating Code relative to infractions by student
athletes and the corresponding punishments shall be furnished to all
student athletes by each member institution.

2.2. Coaches, Managers, Directors, Other Staff Members or Representatives
2.2.1. Violations

A coach, manager, director, other staff member, or representative
shall be in violation of the rules of the Conference if:

2.2.1.1. He violates any provision of the Operating Code or
other rules of the Conference either with his knowledge, or
under such circumstances that there exists a duty on his part
to know about such violation;

2.2.1.2. He falsifies or permits the falsification of any records
bearing on the status of any student ;

2.2.1.3. He solicits the attendance at his institution of any
prospective student with an offer of financial aid beyond that
already allowed for in the Operating Code.

2.2.2. Penalties

A coach, manager, director, other staff member, or representative,
held by the proper Conference authority to be in violation may, by
such authority, be:

2.2.2.1. Privately reprimanded and/or publicly censured;
and/or

2.2.2.2. Prohibited from acting in any capacity involving ACAC
athletics at any Conference institution for a stated period,;
and/or

2.2.23. Subjected to other reasonable penalty;
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2.2.2.4. Excluded from recognition as ACAC Coach of the Year
for that sport.
(Added May 2006)

2.3. Member In stitutions
2.3.1. Violations

A member institution shall be held in violation of the rules of the
Conference if:

2.3.1.1. An athletic director, other representative or student
of the institution i s found to have violated any provision of the
By-Laws, Operating Code, or other rules of the Conference.

2.3.2. Penalties

An institution determined to be in violation by the proper authority
may, by such authority, be:

2.3.2.1. Privately reprimanded and/or publicly censured;
and/or

2.3.2.2. Have any of its athletic victories nullified, or games
cancelled; and/or

2.3.2.3. Placed on probation with the effect of precluding it
from being eligible for any Conference championship honours,
trophies; and/or

2.3.24. Suspended with the effect of cancelling all athletic
contests with other Conference institutions in one or more
sessions; and/or

2.3.2.5. Expelled from the Conference; and/or
2.3.2.6. Subjected to any other reasonable penalty.

To make these penalties effective, members of the Conference may
be required by proper authority to sever athletic relations with any
member found in violation.

Communication of Decisions Reqgarding Violations of Operating Code to
Conference Council

A copy of t he Commi ssioner 6s d e cathiete,coach,s hal | be
manager, director, other staff member or representative who was investigated and to

the President (or designate) of the Conference. A copy shall also be provided to the

member athletic director of the individual being investigated. The ACAC President may

communicate the decision to the direct supervisor of the offending party and the

President of the member institution involved.

Three days following the above release, the decision shall be released to all athletic
directors of the Conference membership and, if warranted, to the media.
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Section 2 Manifest Hardship

Declarati_on

A case regarded as one of manifest hardship shall be reported to the President, with a
copies to the Executive Director and the Commissioner, as promptly after the occurrence
of the hardship as may be feasible. The case so reported must be supported by credible
evidence and a written statement making it clear that the report is in fact made

promptly as aforesaid.

Adjudication _
The resolution of a case of manifest hardship shall be made by a majority vote of the

members of the Conference Council, exclusve of the vote or votes of the member
presenting the case. This vote will be conducted at the earliest call of the President.

Penalty

Teams defaulting/forfeiting (failure to appear for, or complete a game) may be subject

Fee Assessment

If an institution declares manifest hardship, the institution shall still be required to pay
the assessed fee for that sport (plus an equal share of the charged back expenses for
that sport) .

Reinstatement

For an institution to be reinstated following an absence due to manifest hardship, the

athletic director shall apply for such with supporting documents which shall inclu de a list

of program commitments and pmsidene tTheer from t he i
reinstatement shall be accomplished by a 3/4 favourable vote of the Council.

5.1. Reinstatement Fee : An institution reinstated following an absence due to
manifest hardship shall be required to post a $1000.00 bond which shall be
refunded provided that all obligations have been met.

In the event that a game has been protested before, during or immediately
following the contest, notice to this effect must appear on the game sheet and
must be signed by the person authorized to lodge the protest and the senior
official, where possible. The game shall be played under protest, to be resolved
by the ACAC Commissioner at a later date.

A protest lodged subsequent to the conclusion of a contest, based on alleged
violations of the Operating Code or other rules of the Conference, shall be
submitted in writing to the Commissioner and shall be regarded as a valid protest
so long as it is received by the Commissioner no later than the fifth day following
the day on which the contest occurred.

It shall be incumbent upon the athletic director of any member institution lodging
a protest to contact the Commissioner:

2.3.1. Prior to 3:00 PMon the Monday, immediately following the week in
which the protested contest occurred (contests protested as per 2.1).

2.3.2. On the same day during which the Letter of Protest is sent to the
Commissioner (contests protested as per 2.2).

A protest lodged as per 2.2 above shall be accompanied by a deposit of $50.00,
refundable if the protest is upheld.

Contest Result Unchanged

The outcome of a contest under protest shall remain unchanged until such time
as a decision by the Commissioner or the Protests Committee has been
rendered.

Reporting the Determination of A Protest

The decision of the Commissioner or Protests Committee shall be immedately
reported by phone to the institutional representative lodging the protest and to
the other member institution directly concerned. T his shall be documented
immediately by letter s to said institutional representative s, all athletic directors
and the Executive Director.

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Section 4 Appeal Policy

(Section 4 Amended November 2009)

The purpose of this Policy is to enable disputes with members to be dealt with fairly,
expeditiously and affordably, within ACAC and without recourse to external legal
procedures. This four step process shall address

1.1. appeal to the Case Manager,
1.2. decision to formulate a Tribunal,
1.3.  Tribunal decision specific to grounds, and if grounds for appeal are identified,

1.4. decision on appeal.

Right to Appeal

Any member institution of ACAC, including any athlete or coach affiliated with a member
institution of ACAC, will have the right to appeal a decision of the ACAC Commissioner,
of the ACAC Executive Committee, or of any body or individual who has been delegated
authority to make decisions on behalf of ACAC, subject to the limits set out in Items 3,
6, 7 and 8 of this Policy.

Rules of the Game

This Policy will apply to all decisions made by ACAC, except decisions relating to the
rules of the game; budgetary decisions; decisions relating to employment; or
commercial matters for which another dispute resolution process exists under a contract
or applicable law.

Case Manager

ACAC will appoint a Case Manager, primarily the President unless a conflict of interest
has been identified by the appellant, to oversee management and administration of
appeals submitted in accordance with this Policy. The Case Maager has an overall
responsibility to ensure procedural fairness is respected at all times in this Policy, and to
implement this Policy in a timely manner. More particularly, the Case Manager has a
responsibility to:

4.1. Receive appeals;

4.2. Determine if appeals are within the jurisdiction of this Policy;

4.3. Determine if appeals are brought in a timely manner;

4.4.  Appoint the tribunal to hear appeals;

45. Determine the format of the appeal hearing;

4.6. Coordinate all administrative and procedural aspects of the appeal;

4.7.  Provide administrative assistance and logistical support to the tribunal as

required; and
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4.8. Provide any other service or support that may be necessary to ensure a fair and
timely appeal proceeding.

4.9. The Tribunal shall determine if appeals are brought on permissible grounds;

Timelines

The following timelines govern this policy. N o
days, exclusive of weekends or holidays. The Case Manager reserves the right to modify
these timelines to accommodate the particular circumstances of any appeal:

5.1. Notice of Appeal (Item 6): 10 days from the written announcement of the
decision being appealed.

5.2.  Screening of the appeal (Item 8): 3 days from receipt of the Notice of Appeal.

5.3.  Appointment of tribunal (Item 10): 7 days from decision that th e appeal may
proceed to a hearing.

5.4.  Scheduling of hearing (Item 11): 10 days from appointment of tribunal.
5.5. Release of decision (Item 12): 7 days from conclusion of hearing.

Notification of Appeal

Members who wish to appeal a decision must submit a written Notice of Appeal to the
ACAC within the appropriate timeline indicating:

6.1.  Their intention to appeal;

6.2.  Coordinates of the Appellant;

6.3. Name of the Respondent;

6.4. Detailed reason(s) for the appeal;
6.5.  Grounds for the appeal,

6.6. Summary of the evidence to support the se reason(s) and grounds for the appeal;
and

6.7. The suggested remedy or remedies.

All appeals must be accompanied by a $50.00 administrative fee, which is non-
refundable.

Grounds for Appeal

An appeal may only be heard if there are sufficient grounds for the appeal. The Chair of
the Appeals Committee will hold a conference call with the appellant, the respondent
and the appeals committee members to determine if the committee members feel there
are sufficient grounds for an appeal hearing. The decision shall be by a majority vote of
the Appeal Committee. Sufficient grounds include the respondent:

7.1. making a decision for which it did not have authority or jurisdiction as set out in
governing documents;

7.2. failing to follow procedures as laid out in the By -Laws or Operating Code of the
Conference

7.3. making a decision that was influenced by bias;

7.4. failing to consider relevant information or taking into account irrelevant
information in making the decision;

7.5.  exercising its discretion for an improper purpose; and/or ;

7.6. making a decision which was unreasonable

The process for the grounds portion of the call shall include:

8.1. Introductions and clarification of the process to determine if there is grounds for
a full hearing

8.2.  The appellant shall make a statement

8.3.  The respondent shall make a statement

8.4. Committee members may ask questions

8.5. The committee leaves the call (private room) to address the issue of grounds

8.6.  The committee returns when a decision is reached and if no grounds i the chair
shall indicate the

8.7.  decision and follow up with a letter (to include T appeal committee decision, the
reasons that the committee did not find sufficient grounds (by notation of 4.4.1 i
4.4.5) , and the next step available to the appellant in the appeal process) if the
committee finds grounds for an appeal, the hearing portion of the call will
continue

The Case Manager, after identifying if the appeal has been written within the jurisdiction
of this policy and if the appeal has been brought in a timely manner, will appoint a
tribunal to hear the appeal. If the Tribunal is satisfied that there are not sufficient
grounds for an appeal, the parties will be notified of this decision in writing, stating
reasons. If the Tribunal is satisfied that there are sufficient grounds for an appeal, then
the hearing will continue.

The Appellant will bear the onus of proof in the appeal, and thus must be able to
demonstrate, on a balance of probabilities, that the Respondent has made a procedural
error as described in Section 7.

Within the appropriate timelines, the Case Manager will appoint a tribunal consisting of
three persons to hear and decide the appeal, one of whom will be nhamed by the Case
Manager as Chair. These persons will be members of ACAC who are independent of the
parties to the appeal. In extraordinary circum stances, and at the discretion of the Case
Manager, a tribunal of one person may be appointed to hear and decide a case.

The Case Manager will determine the format of the hearing, which may involve an oral
hearing in person, an oral hearing by telephone, a hearing based on written submissions

or a combination of these methods. The hearing will be governed by the procedures that
the Case Manager deems appropriate in the circumstances, provided that:

12.1. The hearing will be held within the appropriate timeline .
12.2. The parties will be given appropriate notice of the day and time of the hearing.

12.3. Copies of any written documents which the parties wish to have the tribunal
consider will be provided to all parties in advance of the hearing.

12.4. The parties may be accompanied by a representative or adviser, including legal
counsel.

12.5. The tribunal may request that any other individual participate and give evidence
at the hearing.

12.6. If a decision in the appeal may affect another party to the extent that the other
party would have recourse to an appeal in their own right under this Policy, that
party will become a party to the appeal in question and will be bound by its
outcome.

12.7. In the situation where the hearing is conducted by a tribunal consisting of three
persons, a quorum will be all three persons and decisions will be by majority
vote.

At the conclusion of the hearing, the tribunal will, within the appropriate timeline, issue
a written decision with reasons. The tribunal may decide:

13.1. To reject the appeal and confirm the decision being appealed; or

13.2. To uphold the appeal and refer the matter back to the initial decision -maker for a
new decision; or

13.3. To uphold the appeal and vary the decision should it find that an error occurred
and such error cannot be corrected by the original decision-maker for reason of
lack of clear procedures, lack of time, or lack of neutrality; and

13.4. To determine whether costs of the appeal, excluding legal fees and legal
disbursements of any parties, will be assessed against any party. In assessing
costs, the tribunal will take into account the outcome of the appeal, the conduct
of the parties and their respective financial resources.

The tribunal és decision wild/l be considered a m
will provide a copy of this decisiontothe parties, to the partiesod r
institutions, and to the President and Executive Director of ACAC. Three days following

release of the decision to the parties and to the ACAC, the Case Manager will

communicate the decision to the ACAC memberdip and to the media, if warranted.

Where time is of the essence, the tribunal may issue a verbal decision or a summary
written decision, with reasons to follow provided the written decision with reasons is
rendered within the appropriate timeline.

The appeal process is confidential involving only the parties, the Case Manager and the
tribunal. Once initiated and until a written decision is released, none of the parties or the
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17.

tribunal will disclose confidential information relating to the appeal to any pe rson not
involved in the proceedings.

Binding Decision

The decision of the tribunal will be final and binding upon the parties and upon all
members of ACAC.
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
